Abstract: This study aims to monitor the communicative approach in expression situations in
the third grade of primary school. The study's problem was as follows: "What are the
manifestations of the communicative approach in the oral and written expression activities
presented to third-grade primary school students within the classroom and in the situations of
the Arabic language textbook?" We addressed an introduction and a first (theoretical) chapter in
which we addressed the reality of oral and written expression in light of the communicative
approach. A second (field-based) chapter was an applied study of communicative situations in
expression, and a field study in some classes. We employed the descriptive-analytical method in
implementing this study, analyzing the content of communicative situations in written and oral
expression and deducing the most important observations from it. Finally, we concluded with a

conclusion in which we reached the most important results, recommendations, and proposals.
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
